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Code of Conduct for parents/carers
As an adult responsible for a junior member or guest of the Liverpool Cricket Club, you are expected to abide by the following rules:

· Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them. 

· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials. 

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results. 

· Never force your child to take part in sport. 

· Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good performances of all. 

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes. 

· Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport. 

· Use correct and proper language at all times. 

· Observe the Club junior rules. 

· Ensure that children in your care of 15 years and under are supervised at all times in the grounds and the pavilion.

· Ensure that children in your care aged 15 and under are out of the pavilion by 21.00 and off the premises by 21.30 (22.00 May to Aug), except for junior members participating in sport on that day or attending private functions.  Children of 15 years and under may not sit at the bar. 
The junior rules exist for the safety and protection of children.
